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Blessing n. [pronounced blessiNG] God’s favour and protection.

Blesser n. [pronounced blessa] a person (usually male and married) who sponsors a younger woman
with luxury gifts, or a luxurious lifestyle, in exchange for a short- to medium-term sexual relationship.

For my part, I was so ashamed of everything that
had happened that I refused to see anyone, including Tsholo. When I finally gave birth, someone from
Home Affairs came to register it. My mother had a dodgy contact there, and later this person was
willing to forge another, fake birth certificate, one that said Gladys was the biological mother of the
child. This is the certificate we have used throughout Golokile’s life.

At first [ wanted nothing to do with the baby. He was a reminder of my shame, my carelessness and
my pain. But as he started developing into the most gorgeous, chubby and precious little human, I
could not help myself. Resistance was futile; he was just too adorable to ignore.



Grudgingly, I went back to school in the New Year, feeling torn about leaving my baby at home.
The boys who’d once said they’d do anything for me had disappeared. There were many rumours
about my absence. From drug abuse, to pregnancy, to a mental condition I had apparently developed. 1
ignored them all. I kept mostly to myself until Ntokozo came to my rescue a year later. I started
spending most of my time with him but was almost virginal in my approach to my relationship with
him. I did not want to repeat the same mistake twice. I guess that’s partly why he fell in love with me.
He respected the fact that [ waited till he was at university before we consummated our relationship. |
was not ‘loose’ like the other girls he’d known.

Once my relationship with Ntokozo became serious, I wanted to buy into the lie that my mother and
I had invented. I started treating Golokile more like a little brother. I was desperate to see myself
through Ntokozo’s eyes. It made a welcome change from the constant whispers behind my back.

And so that’s how I ended up being my son’s sister.

And now I have to tell him the truth.



Facing the Truth

Vusumuzi Ndaba is relentless.

He has been calling my mom and threatening to go direct to Loki’s school and reach out to him
there.

Apparently, he has been meticulous in his pursuit of my son.

He sends my mother a text with a picture taken at the gates of Loki’s school. The text reads: That

boy is my blood. He deserves to know who I am. If you will not do this the right way, I will go to
him without your help.

It’s time I showed this man who he’s messing with.

[ grab my mom’s phone and dial his number.

‘Hello?’

Gosh. Even his voice sounds like an underachievement.

‘Vusi. It’s Bontle.’

A pause.

‘Hello, Bontle. U njani?’

‘Don’t fucking ask me how I am when you’ve been AWOL all these years. Why can’t you stay away
from my family like you’ve done all along?’

‘Bontle, everyone makes mistakes. But a real man owns up to his. That’s what I am trying to do
here. That boy is my son. I need to see him. I really need to talk to him. I need to get to know him.’

‘Why?’ I scream. ‘Why are you trying to mess up our lives? Go back to the hellhole you’ve been
hiding in all this time!’

‘I’m not going anywhere, Bontle. The sooner you accept that, the better for all of us.’
I drop the phone.



Two Days Later

‘Bontle. He’s here.’

‘Ma, don’t tell me you’re talking about Vusi?’ I say, suddenly panic-stricken.

‘He says he won’t leave without seeing Loki.’

Shit!

‘Is Golokile there?’

‘Still at school. Come right away, Bontle.’

I rush out of the salon I am visiting in a fit of rage and panic. How dare this man disrupt our lives
like this! What has possessed him?

I drive at breakneck speed, using all the expletives I’ve amassed throughout my life to urge other
drivers out of my way. | mentally prepare the things I’'m going to say to this despicable creature. I
wish I could shoot him!

When I get to my mother’s house, I bolt out of the car and rush inside to confront this so-called
person.

Molefi, one of Gladys’s regular customers at the shebeen, sees me hurrying to the main house and
asks me to loan him twenty-three rands so he can buy a beer.

I feel like slapping him.

At this point, he and his fellow drinkers are an affront to my family life because Vusumuzi probably
thinks we’re still stuck in the same pathetic state he left us in, all those years ago.

For a small moment I count my blessings that I’m still driving the Mr Emmanuel-sponsored BMW.

I’1l make sure Vusi sees the branded keys.

I walk past the kitchen to find him sitting in the lounge, drinking tea.

Tea? In my mother’s house?

I throw my car keys on the coffee table and stride towards him.

‘Vusi, what do you think you’re doing? What the %ell do you think you’re trying to do here?’

He looks up at me with a strange expression. Fear? Shame?

‘Bontle, please sit down. Let’s talk about this like adults.’

[ wag my index finger at him.

‘No-no-no! Only NOW you realise you’re an adult? Where was this adult when you were sleeping
with an under-age girl? Hmmm? Where was this adult when you knocked me up and ran like a thief?
You stole my fucking childhood, you fucking arsehole.’

My mom emerges from the bedroom.

‘Bontle ... what is this racket? Calm down, please, ngwanaka. Sit down.’



‘Why is everyone asking me to sit down? This thing does not deserve my time. Vusi, get out of this
house. We’ve been doing just fine without you. You can’t waltz in here and expect us to embrace you
with open arms. That’s not how this works.’

Now Vusi stands up. He comes to me with a pleading expression on his face. He’s even folding his
hands in supplication.

‘Please, Bontle. Ngiyakucela, sisi. Just give me a few minutes. Hear me out. I understand your
anger. [ need you to listen to what I have to say, though, please,’ he says.

He touches me lightly on the shoulder. That gesture, feeling his filthy hand on me again, triggers a
reaction.

I slap him as forcefully as possible with the back of my hand.

‘Bontle, that’s enough! What the hell has gotten into you?’ shouts my mom as she stands up to
intervene.

Vusi rubs his hand over his face in shock.

After recovering from the unexpected violence, he says to my mother: ‘It’s fine, Sis Gladys, I
deserved that. I deserve worse than that.’

He comes and stands directly in front of me and opens his arms in surrender.

‘Here I am. Do whatever you want with me, Bontle. I was a coward. I shouldn’t have disappeared
on you and our child.’

‘Our child?’

I slap him, punch him, and kick him, over and over again, until I’m dizzy with emotion. Eventually,
I feel my body slump and move towards the couch and allow myself to collapse onto it. I start crying
uncontrollably. ‘You stole my childhood.’ I hear myself repeating the words.

He comes and sits next to me, but keeps a safe distance.

My mother goes to her bedroom and returns with a box of tissues, which she hands over to me to
wipe away my tears. She sits on the adjacent couch, watching us intently.

‘My child, it’s okay to cry. We have to be aware in this situation that nobody is perfect. I am just as
angry and bitter towards Vusi as you are. | told you he started calling two years ago. I told him to
keep away from us but he’s been persistent. Trying to make right what he did wrong in the past. Like
you, [ was full of hate. I questioned his motives. But as Christians we have to learn to forgive, forget
and move on.’

Gosh. My mom’s convenient Christianity. It’s like something she orders from the takeaway menu,
McChristianity. Nx. That’s all I need right now. I’'m irritated but I’'m too emotionally exhausted to
speak.

‘Bontle, believe me when I say that I will do anything within my power, and my means, to make
things right with your family. Your mother is right. I didn’t just wake up and decide to come back and
claim my son. This has been eating away at me for years. You were a child ... I look at my daughters
now and I think ... I’m disgusted at myself. You were the age they are now. The same age.” He shakes
his head. ‘I was a monster. A poor excuse for a human being ...’

And then Vusi breaks down in tears.

Good. I hope he burns in hell for what he did to me.

My mother looks at him shamefaced. She’s just as complicit as this pig. I ought to have them
arrested for what they did. Nx! Paedophiles!

‘Do you two know that, by law, I could have you arrested? Sex with an under-age kid is a crime.
You think at fourteen I was old enough to know what I was doing, sleeping with a man twice my age?’

My mother starts crying and shaking her head.

‘I’'m sorry, Bontle,” she says, her voice barely audible.

I stare daggers at her.

‘What’s there to do? You’re the one who wants to bring this poison into Loki’s life. Hmph. As if
you haven’t done enough damage.’

Vusi wipes away his tears and looks at me with pleading eyes.

‘Bontle ... when I started contacting your mother she dismissed me and told me to leave you all
alone. But the past few months have been torture for me. It’s this deep longing, this heartache,” he
says, beating his hand on his chest. ‘I can’t live with it anymore. I need to get to know this boy. I need
to be a father to Golokile, Bontle. That is all I ask. Please, I beg you.’

Mxm. Just like that? He thinks 1t’s going to be that easy?

‘What do you think is going to happen here, Vusi? Do you even know anything about Loki’s life?
Do you know the damage you have caused with the decisions you made?’

He cannot look at me. Gladys has a faraway expression on her face. Is it regret that she feels?

The room fills with an uncomfortable silence.

In this stillness, I see a film reel of Loki’s life.

My fear when I first discovered I was pregnant. The confusion we felt at Vusi’s disappearance. The
utter shame of being deserted by the man who’d claimed to love me, even though I had no clue what
love was in the first place.

The desperation for an abortion; then having to accede to my mom’s wishes to keep the baby.

I don’t regret that decision, but I still remember that oppressive sense of loss. The realisation that I
could no longer be a child.

Then I see him ... my baby. My beautiful baby boy. Seeing him for the first time erased all my fears
and doubts.

I never knew that love was a tangible thing. That it cried, pooed, gurgled and giggled. It was the
most beautiful revelation of my life.

‘Nana, 1 know you’re worried about how Loki 1s going to take this, but you have to realise that in
the long run, it might be just what he needs.’

My mom fills this man in on the past fifteen years of my son’s life. Her voice catches as she tells
him about the nyaope incident and how we all struggled with it.

Vusi looks shocked. ‘I am to blame for that,” he says. ‘My son using drugs? If I had been in his life
maybe [ would have been able to stop him doing that.’

Mxm. Who the hell does he think he is? Superman? What an arsehole.

‘So,’ I say, ‘you think you’d have done a better job than my mom and me?’

‘No, no. Please. Don’t get me wrong. All I’m saying is that, as a man, I know how important it is
for a teenage boy to have a father. Another man to look up to. Maybe 1f I had been in his life, I would
have been able to keep him away from those things. You know, I run a soccer clinic in Tembisa,
where I live. You should see those boys every Saturday. They are so energised and motivated. It
keeps them busy. It keeps them off the streets.’

My mom seems to be softening considerably towards this man.

I take a good look at him. I still see Satan. I see Satan wandering the streets of Tembisa with a
soccer ball, pretending to be Community Builder of the Year. I even imagine him with a long tail and



a huge red pitchfork in his hand. I really hate this guy.

‘Tell me something, Vusi. Why did you disappear when you heard that I was carrying your child?’

He sighs deeply. ‘Bontle, I was thirty years old at the time. I know I wasn’t a child, but I was
scared. I knew what I did with you was wrong. My wife and I had only been married for two years.
She herself was pregnant with our first child. I panicked. I just ... I didn’t know how to handle the
situation. I thought that running away would make it go away. ’'m so sorry. You have to believe me.’

‘So it took you fifteen whole years to feel enough remorse to correct your mistakes?’

‘It’s more than that. You don’t understand. I’ve been feeling sick about this for years. I just could
not summon the courage to reach out until about two years ago.

My mom barges in. ‘Bontle, please, nana. I know you’re hurting but what Loki needs right now are
two strong parents to make sure that he thrives in this challenging world. I’m getting older, and I may
not be able to be there for him in the way that he needs. Please just consider giving Vusi a chance ...
we all deserve a second chance ...’

What am I going to do?

How is this going to affect my son?

Where are we even going to start with these revelations?

I sigh deeply.

‘I honestly don’t know what to do. I don’t even know if I trust your judgment about this.’

She takes my hand again.

‘The two of us have done what we could to raise this boy the best way we could ... somehow, we
didn’t get it quite right. Don’t you think we deserve some help?’

I sigh and look from my mother to Vusi the taxi driver, and back to my mother.

‘“You people had better know what you’re doing this time. I trust neither of you. You need to know
that. And 1f you mess up my boy — I’ll kill you both.’

‘I won’t wrong you again, Bontle, I promise,” says Gladys.

Vusi adds quickly: ‘I’m a changed man, Bontle. Give me time to prove myself. I won’t let you or
Loki down. That is my pledge to you. Please.’

My mother looks distractedly at her watch and says: ‘Vusumuzi, Golokile will be coming back
from school soon so you need to get going. Bontle and I will sit down and talk to him about this, in
our own time and in our own way. In the meantime, I need you to write us a letter, a detailed one, with
all the things that you commit to doing and how you propose to be part of this child’s life. You said
you are still married? Have you discussed all this with your wife? I’m not willing for my son to be
treated like a bastard who only gets to be seen in restaurants and malls.’

My mother and I make the decision. We will confess everything to Golokile.

We decide to wait until Saturday to tell him the truth. We don’t want him too distracted at school by
the revelation of this news.

I spend Friday at my mother’s house, which makes Golokile very curious but happy. We always
enjoy each other’s company; we love joking around and poking fun at each other. I wake up on
Saturday morning and attempt to make breakfast for the three of us. We take our plates and go sit in my
mother’s tiny dining room, which is still furnished with the cherrywood chairs and table of my youth.
Golokile 1s in a good mood. He’s rattling off jokes and telling us about a character in his class who is
constantly pulling pranks on the teachers.

Day Three

I decide to ignore it and hope whoever it is will go away.

My landline rings. Ntokozo.

Oh, gosh. I can’t speak to him.

The intercom rings again.

Go away!

Ntokozo calls on the landline.

‘Hello?’ I finally pick up the call.

‘Bontle, I’'m at your gate. Open for me.’

No! Go to your perfect girlfriend! I feel like screaming, but instead I utter a meek ‘okay’.

I go to the kitchen and press the intercom button to let him in. I catch a glimpse of myself in the
lounge mirror.

I look like death. My weave is in a tizz and I have dark circles under my eyes. I don’t really care
but at the very least I should go to the bathroom and brush my teeth. I leave the front door unlocked.

It’s all I can manage before lying down on the bed again.

The whole place is a wreck. I’'m aware of the empty bottles strewn carelessly over the floor. And the
room probably stinks ... I haven’t washed in days. I don’t care. Maybe this will be enough to chase
him away.

‘Bontle, what ... ?” Ntokozo says, as he goes to open the curtains and windows and air the place
out.

I’m not even sure what time of day it is. The harsh light from outside is unwelcome. It must be
midday.

‘Bontle, are you okay? Why aren’t you picking up my calls? You still haven’t found Loki?’

I look up at him from the bed and shake my head.

Ntokozo comes to sit next to me.

‘Come on. I’m sure there’s something that can be done. Are there any new developments?’

I shake my head again.

After he dropped me off at my apartment, I started giving the place a proper clean up just to keep
myself distracted.

At seven o’ clock in the evening, I got a call from my mom. She knew where Golokile was.

Ironically enough, it was one of Vusi’s drivers who finally found him.

Loki was on the streets. He’d hitched his way to Hillbrow, where he’d been living the life of the
homeless — eating from soup kitchens, hanging around with other street children. When we fetch him I
can tell he’s been taking drugs too. He’s not completely lucid in his speech. His words are slurred
and his eyes are glassy.

My heart is just shards of glass. My only consolation is the fact that he’s back with us.

There’s a lot of work to be done.

We need to stay with him for a few days. Wash him, feed him, talk to him. He needs love. My boy
just needs love.

I kneel down and pray every night. I thank God that he’s delivered my son back to us. I even go to
church on Sunday with my mom — and Loki. I’ve been home for seven days. It’s the longest I've
stayed with my mom since I left home with Ntokozo.

I’m not sure what to do next. I call Ntokozo to tell him that we’ve managed to locate Loki. I explain
the state he’s in, which is cause for concern for all of us. Ntokozo is sympathetic and worried for
Loki. He promises to call me back after he’s given the situation some thought. He calls me a few
hours later and recommends rehab for Loki again. He also says that perhaps we should refer him to a
child psychologist, to assist him in the longer term — and he’s got some names and numbers for me.

I phone and make an appointment for Loki with a Dr Betty Mokhosi, and she proves to be an
excellent choice. She is patient, warm but firm. I drive Loki to sessions with the doctor over a period
of two weeks. She recommends another drug rehab program but wants to supplement this with her
own extended therapy. | ask to have a private consultation with her and confide in her about Vusi’s
intention to be present in Loki’s life.

She recommends that we wait until he completes his rehab program. She also promises to start
working on the issue of the father figure in her sessions with Loki. The intention is to prepare him
mentally for eventually meeting Vusi.

Loki 1s surprisingly co-operative but not very talkative.

We admit him into a thirty-day in-patient rehab program.



My mother and I pay him regular visits in which we talk mostly about mundane, everyday things.
During one of the visits, my mother blurts out: ‘Loki, I'm glad you’re doing so well here, my boy.
Bontle and I are very sorry for all that we put you through.’

Loki is silent.

‘Loks, you have to try and understand. I was just a kid myself during that time. Even younger than
you are now. [ was only fourteen,’ I tell him.

‘Were you ashamed of me?” he asks, anger flickering in his eyes.

My heart starts beating violently against my chest. I have to be careful with my response. I need to
try and be honest, but he’s so vulnerable; I don’t want him running off on us again.

‘Baby boy ... I fell in love with you the minute I held you in my arms. You were the most perfect
little baby I’d ever seen. But I was fourteen, a child, just a young girl who’d suddenly become a
mother. Those days ... when I first brought you home ... my heart was full. I didn’t even want to go
back to school. I just wanted to sit and look at you, to be with you all day long. But, you know, I was
still a kid. And kids need an education. They need to complete their studies so they can make
something of their lives. That’s why Mom tried to protect me. She thought she was doing what was
best. For everyone. We both love you very much. You do know that, right, Loki?’

I feel a sense of bitterness when I say this. I’'m painting my mother as a saint; even though she
wasn’t. She just did what she had to because she had not counted on me falling pregnant. Maybe it’s a
good thing I did. Who knows how many old men I’d have had to please if I hadn’t?

For Loki’s sake and for the sake of my sanity, this is the narrative I must tell, the one starring
Gladys as Mother Superior.

He looks at me, expressionless.

My mother takes his hands between hers. ‘Listen, Golokile. You have to believe that we did
everything we could to protect you from getting hurt or from falling behind other children. This girl,
she was way too young. There was no way she could have managed to raise you as her child. But the
love she’s shown you, in her own way, it should tell you how much she’s always cared about you.’
She squeezes his hand. You know this, don’t you, Loki?’

He hesitates, then nods.

My mom smiles and kisses his hand. ‘Loki, listen to your ... grandmother. There is something else I
want to tell you, but be strong for me, okay? It’s not a bad thing. It’s just something that you need to
think about and decide for yourself.’

What is she doing? Is she crazy? We’d agreed we’d only start talking about Vusi during therapy
with Dr Mokhosi.

[ nudge her.

‘Bontle, don’t do that.’

It’s Loki. His words come out vehemently.

My mom pats my hand. ‘It’s okay, Bontle. Loki will be fine. He needs this.’

I am rattled. I console myself that in rehab he will not have access to anything harmful so maybe it
1s the best place for him to hear this.

‘Loki, your father’s name is Vusumuzi Ndaba. He lives in Tembisa. He has a wife and two
children. Daughters. Your father is dying to meet you. He’s been wanting to meet you for some time,
but we were not sure of his intentions at first. We tried to protect you. We didn’t want him to appear
in your life only to disappear again.’

Loki looks at her with those expressionless eyes again. He is quiet for a long time. Then he says:
‘Where 1s he?’



‘You mean, now?’ says my mom.

He nods.

‘In Tembisa. He’s the one who helped us find you. He’s a taxi owner. Thibedi — the guy who found
you? — he’s one of Vusi’s drivers.’

Golokile nods again. ‘Okay.” Then, after a while, he says, ‘Tell him to come and meet me.’



Two Months Later

I hate to say this, but the Transport Executive is turning out to be okay. Why are you sneering at me?
Doesn’t everyone deserve a promotion?

Vusi Ndaba is a Transport Executive because he owns taxis instead of driving them. Anyway, Vusi
Ndaba is also a Transport Executive because, since his arrival, life is starting to take a turn for the
better, and as much as it pains me to admit it, Vusi has a lot to do with this.

After his first visit with Loki, they struck up an agreement to make the visits more regular and to
have Loki spend some time with Vusi’s family in Tembisa once he was out of rehab. My mother and |
protested, but in the end we agreed that Golokile would spend the first month at home in Mamelodi,
then visit the Ndabas for a weekend in their home.

During his first month out of rehab, Vusi held an Inhlawulo ceremony for Golokile at my
grandmother’s house in Hammansksraal. He presented my family with a cow, which was slaughtered
as part of the ceremonial celebrations. My aunts and some of their children were present, while Vusi
arrived with his uncles, who were part of the negotiations for the /nhlawulo. This was settled during
the same occasion and for the first time since I’ve known you, I’ve decided to withhold the amount ...
only out of respect for Loki.

But you know we don’t come cheap, ne?

It was a serene, surreal, yet joyous occasion. I could count the number of smiles on Loki’s face that
day. One. His face never changed expression. He was so happy, so normal. Like the first burst of
sunlight after a long rainy season. I had hope that we’d been given another chance at last.



Light Breaks through the Clouds

This weekend, Loki is going to spend time with Vusi’s family for the first time. I feel a bit threatened.
So far, Vusi seems to have endeared himself to Loki beyond all expectation.

I spend the whole week beforehand at my mother’s place and decide to take Loki to school every
day. Afterwards, we go for long drives. At first, he’s resentful; he is still shutting me out. So we drive
mostly without speaking.

On the third day, he breaks the now familiar silence with a question.

‘Why didn’t you try harder?’ he asks me.

‘What ... what do you mean, Loki?’

‘Knowing I was your child, why didn’t you do more of this kind of stuff, Bontle? Like, spend more
time with me?’

Tears sting my eyes. I feel guilty. Caught out.

I’m a fraud.

I thought what I was doing was enough. But, of course, I was wrong. Showing up once a weekend
every month with brand names is not love. Certainly not motherly love. Even Gladys, whom I’ve
always regarded as an inadequate mother, gave me much more than that.

The Ndabas

The weekend rolls around faster than I am ready to welcome it.

Vusi and Loki want to start their weekend early — on Friday after school. My mother and I decide
that it would be best for us to drop Loki off at Vusi’s home instead of allowing him to come and pick
Loki up from Mamelodi.

Loki cannot conceal his excitement. His dad gave him a soccer kit during his last visit to our house.
They’re planning to spend most of the weekend showing off their skills to each other.

During the drive, Loki is surprisingly chatty until we take the off-ramp on Olifantsfontein Drive to
make our way to Hospital View in Tembisa, where Vusi and his family reside. He goes quiet then and
I can tell he’s starting to feel nervous.

My mom says to him: ‘Remember, baby boy, if for any reason you feel uncomfortable, any reason at
all, you just call your sister or me, and we’ll come and pick you up immediately.’

She still calls me Loki’s sister.

“Yup,” I chime 1n. ‘And if anyone harasses you, let me know. I’'ll come and whoop their arses.’

‘Sies, Bontle!” my mom exclaims.

We all laugh.

‘Hey, be careful with this one,” my mom warns him. ‘Do you know how much she kicked and
scratched Vusi Ndaba? You should have seen her. She was like Muhammad Ali.’

A few days before we told you ... you know,
everything ...” Now my mom sounds uncomfortable. I think she’s afraid she’s stepped on shaky
ground.

I share her discomfort. She and I glance at each other.

Loki surprises us both by bursting out laughing. He shakes his head. ‘How did I end up surrounded
by such crazy women?’

‘Like it or not, we are yours, for ever and ever and ever,” says my mom.

Silence.

‘Maybe the Tembisans are just as entertaining. Don’t be so sure of yourselves,” Loki says, with a
twinkle in his eye.

‘What?’ I respond. ‘You’ll be bored with those people within minutes. You’ll be calling us and
saying, “Please rescue me. All they want to talk about is Bree Street and Noord Street and
gearboxes.” When you sit on their couch, they’ll yell, “Four, four, please!” Ha! You’ll be begging us
to save you from the taxi people!’

She didn’t have much to say,
but she didn’t strike me as malicious or ill-intentioned in her silence.

‘You ready, mfana? 1t’s going to be a busy weekend,’ he says.

I peek out my window. ‘Don’t get my boy driving taxis the whole weekend, wena, Ndaba.’

He laughs. ‘Oh, we have far more exciting things lined up than that. I’m taking this boy to a derby
match tomorrow, then he’s going to play with my team on Sunday. By the time he comes back to
Mamelodi, he’ll be fit as a horse.’

My mom chimes in. ‘Ag, don’t worry about this one, wena, Vusi. She’s just jealous.’

I get out the car and give Loki a big hug. ‘Be good, my sweetheart.’

He smiles. ‘I’ll call you later.” Then he goes around to my mom in the passenger seat. ‘Bye, Mama.
Don’t forget to record that show for me, ne?’

My mom nods. ‘I won’t. But you’re only going to watch it after you’ve done your homework.’

‘Yeah, yeah, okay. ’Bye.’

I start the car and roll up the windows.

Now that things are starting to calm down with Loki, I feel I can start focusing on my business again. |
have a meeting with Aunty Mabel, who’s been keeping in touch with my mom and me during the
Golokile crisis.

It’s a palace of glamour where women can pop in to select THE chic outfit for a special
occasion. The store links up to a hair boutique and make-up room so that when the client goes out to
the specific occasion, we’re able to supply the finishing touches to her look. The whole place is
called Fairydust. We’re going to sprinkle magic dust on our clients and get each one of them to look
like the belle of the ball. Isn’t it exciting! Aunty Mabel is coming in as a partner in the business.
We’re going to be a huge success. Watch this space!



From a Blessing to a Curse

Mr Emmanuel wants to meet up with me. You know what? I’ve decided to dump all my blessers. ALL
of them. The greedy part of me still wants to hold onto the BMW but I honestly need to make a clean
break, so I’ve agreed to see him only so I can hand him back his keys.

I’ve also been avoiding the girls all this time, but they’ve been busy with their careers too. I
managed to see Tsholo once, after we found Loki, but I have not seen nor heard from Iris in almost
four months!

‘I hate you! Don’t ever come near me again!’

Even as [ step out the door, I instinctively know it. Iris is not lying.



Epilogue

So many regrets, but I’ve lived and I’ve certainly learned. I don’t like to write much anymore. I’'m
embarrassed when I read my earlier entries.

I tried committing suicide, you know. Right after I got my results back. It wasn’t the first time
either, I just didn’t want to tell you about it before. This time I swallowed two dozen pills. After they
pumped my stomach, I felt like an even more dismal failure. I couldn’t get a suicide attempt right.

My mother was fuming at me.

“You think you’re the first person to be diagnosed with HIV? How do you think Golokile’s going to
feel about this?’

Thankfully, he was away for the summer holidays at his father’s house. We’ve managed to hide the
truth from him. More secrets. Well, I survived another suicide attempt so I figured maybe there’s a
reason God’s given me yet another chance. True to her word, Iris left Emmanuel for good. Her son is
two years old now. The doctors put her on Nevirapine during her pregnancy so little Itumeleng is
HIV-free. Iris 1s so different these days. We all are.

She’s now working at a blue chip management firm and seems to be doing well. I kept bumping into
her a year ago. She would avoid me and give me dirty looks. One day, I decided to ignore them and
strike up a conversation with her. After a few bitter exchanges, she agreed to meet up for coffee. We
were a mess that day. We cried and cried and cried. We both felt so foolish. What were we thinking?
In the end, though, she said she was happy now. She swore off men after Emmanuel and seems very
focused on forging a successful career for herself. She seems to derive great pleasure from being a
mom. She told me she started taking HIV treatment last year after her CD4 count was lower than
recommended. She says the treatment is making her put on a bit of weight, but otherwise she’s
adapting to it.

My mother told me to educate myself about the disease as much as possible. I’ve changed my
health habits completely and I feel good most of the time. I eat well and exercise most days of the
week. That’s how I keep busy. By focusing on my health, family and business.

Tsholo and Tim got hitched six months ago. They’ve decided to take a year off to travel the world.
Good for them, I say. I know I’ve had humbling life circumstances, but those two seriously needed a
break from the pedestrian path they were treading. I mean, seriously.

Today’s the official opening of Fairydust. Aunty Mabel has used her excellent managerial skills to
help bring the concept to life. I’ve been running around all day making sure that the arrangements are
off to a great start. I’m in the little garden that’s attached to the store. We’ve set up a small stretch tent
with ten square tables to seat our guests for the opening. I’'m inspecting the table décor, which looks



exquisite except for the floral centrepieces that are still to arrive. Just as I’m about to call the
caterers, I hear Golokile’s now booming voice coming down the stairs leading to the garden.

‘Sis, the caterers called to ask if you still want them here by noon?’

‘Yes, Loks. And can you also check that they’re bringing twenty fresh bouquets of proteas for the
tables? And make sure that it’s the crystal champagne glasses they’re bringing, please, sweetie?’

‘Okay. I’'m going to have to go to soccer practice after this, sis. You remember, right?’

Gosh. There’s still so much to do. But, shame, the poor boy has been helping out since Thursday.

‘Okay. Okay. Just check with the artist manager that Zonke knows her call time is two o’clock.
Then I’1l let you go. Please, pretty please?’ I give him my sweetest smile.

‘No problem,” he says as he turns to go. ‘And Bontle ...’

‘Yes?’

‘This place looks amazing. I’m really proud of you,” he says as he rushes back inside the store. All
long legs and confident stride.

I heave a deep sigh of contentment.

Aunty Mabel glides out hurriedly into the garden.

She stands with hands on her hips and inspects the setting.

Aunty Mabel goes back inside the store, and I check the to-do list on my phone, to make sure that
I’ve taken care of all the arrangements for this afternoon. Just then, I get a call from Ntokozo.

[ take a deep breath.

‘How’s everything going there?’ he asks.

‘Good. Great, actually,” I correct myself.

‘Are you sure you don’t want me to come?’

‘It’s ladies only! Do you want a new weave for your hair? Maybe you’d like to try this season’s
latest eyeshadow palette?’

‘Okay. Fine. But I’'m serious about that movie date.’

Gosh, Ntokozo. He never quits. He broke up with Phindi last year. Said something about the
relationship lacking spontaneity.

We’ve met up once or twice. I’m not interested in dating and I’ve told him about my HIV+ status.

‘Ntokozo ... come on. I told you about ... you know, my condition. Don’t waste your time with me.
You’ve got your whole life ahead of you, man. Honestly.’

‘Bontle ... I did some medical research. Can you believe, HIV+ people are allowed to go to the
cinema? [ mean, this is revolutionary stuff.’

Ag: argh

Banna: Man! Men! (usually expressed as an exclamation; denotes shock or awe)

he banna Hey Man!

BEE or BBBEE: Black Economic Empowerment is a post-apartheid policy introduced by the
government to redress former inequalities by giving black (blacks, coloureds and Indians) South
African citizens economic privileges not available to whites. It is a form of affirmative action.

‘BEE guy’: colloquial term used to describe black tycoons who have become successful mostly
through scoring government tenders or through acquiring shares in previously white-owned listed
companies; also known as ‘tenderpreneurs’.

Boep: pot belly

Cidb: Construction Industry Development Board/Construction grading authority

choma/choms: friend, buddy (colloquial: term of endearment used among close friends)

dankie: thank you

doek: headwrap

dompas: SA Apartheid era resident Identity Document which restricted black people’s movement to
certain designated areas

eish: Damnit! Fuck! Damn! Gosh/Sigh

ekasi/kasi: in the township, the “hood’, black neighbourhood

four-four: common term used in South African taxis meaning commuters need to squeeze themselves
into four seats (taxis charge per unit so this is more profitable for taxi drivers even if a seatis a
three-seater)

gareye: let’s go

grootman: Big Man/Big Brother

hayi khona: Never

Hawks: a special investigating unit that focuses on high profile cases involving large amounts of
money, large scale corruption and tax evasion

hola, hola: cheerful greeting inspired by Spanish /4ola, also used to express admiration for someone

ID: Resident Identity Document

Inhlawulo: traditional practice of paying damages for a child born out of wedlock, mandatory by
customary law

Jabu Pule: Famous South African Soccer player

Jere/Jerr: Jesus! (exclamation)



jou hoermeisie: you whore

jyslik: Gosh

ke sharp: I'm fine

makoti: bride

mfana: boy

Moreki pl. Bareki: a person (usually male) who pays the bill at social gatherings in places such as
pubs, bars and lounges. Leads pecking order in social gatherings. Synonyms: main
buyer/purchaser/sponsor

mosono wa hao man: You arsehole

nana: baby or babygirl

ne: right?

neh: no

ngeke: Never

ngiyakucela, sisi: 1beg you, my sister

ngwanaka: my child

nyaope: a street drug which is a cocktail of dagga, heroin and ARV drugs.

RDP: Reconstruction and Development Program, introduced after apartheid to build welfare homes
for the poor and disadvantaged

Sangoma: African traditional healer

Sefebe: derogatory term used to describe a woman of loose morals. Also used to describe a loud,
rude woman.

Seven-colour lunch: in most black and coloured homes, Sunday lunch is typically a feast for the
whole family that comprises a traditional seven-colour plate with meat and gravy, rice, spinach,
pumpkin, beetroot, cabbage (boiled, fried or in coleslaw), a bean or potato salad.

Shisanyama: barbeque lounge/informal barbeque restaurant

swag: colloquial — someone who’s cool and stylish. Stylish person

to: tut

yho: expression of shock or awe
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
